The kit includes a saddle and a galvanised steel wall
mounting bracket.

A TYPICAL ‘WET’ SYSTEM
A ‘wet’ system is a system where the pipes are fitted in such a way that
when the rain stops the pipes do not drain out, they hold water. With this
type of system, the pipes must be fitted with screens at each end to ensure
that vectors (mosquitoes etc.) cannot enter and breed within the system.

A ‘wet’ system needs to be fitted with a First Flush Water Diverter at the
tank with a capacity equal to that of the water held in the ‘wet’ pipe system
PLUS whatever amount is required to be diverted from the roof.

To lessen the amount of water to be diverted at the tank, Downspout First
Flush Water Diverters can be fitted on the building to take the required
first flush from the roof.
